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Andrew Wyeth (1917-2009) was a key figure in twentieth-century American representational painting. Even as movements like American Abstract
Expressionism, Neo Dada, and Pop Art took their turn in the spotlight after the Second World War, Wyeth maintained his distance from such
trends and continued to paint the people and places familiar to him. Those paintings, however, transcend mere reproduction of what Wyeth saw
to reflect his own spiritual realm. Many feature windows, doors, and other motifs suggestive of boundaries. Boundaries are a longstanding

theme of Western art, but for Wyeth they function both as connections to a more private world and borderlines separating that world from
our own. This exhibition takes these boundaries as a starting point for exploration of the worlds depicted in Wyeth’s work.
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
